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Legidlative history

The Parliament of South Australia enacts asfollows:

Part 1—Preliminary

1—Short title

This Act may be cited as the Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara Land Rights
Act 1981.

4—I nterpretation
(1) InthisAct, unlessthe contrary intention appears—
Administrator means a person appointed under section 130 as an Administrator;
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Anangu means a person who is—
(& amember of the Pitjantjatjara, Y ankunytjatjara or Ngaanyatjarra people; and
(b) atraditional owner of the lands, or a part of them;

Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara means the body corporate constituted under
that name by this Act;

the constitution means the constitution of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara for
the time being in force under this Act;

Director of Administration means the person appointed as the Director of
Administration under section 13B;

Electoral Commissioner means the person for the time being holding, or acting in, the
office of the Electoral Commissioner under the Electoral Act 1985;

electorate—see Schedule 3 clause 2;
the Executive Board means—

(8 the Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara constituted
under this Act; or

(b) during aperiod prior to the congtitution of that Board—the Pitjantjatjara
Council;

General Manager means the person appointed as the General Manager under
section 13D;

I ndependent Commissioner Against Corruption means the person for the time being
holding, or acting in, the office of the Independent Commissioner Against Corruption
under the Independent Commissioner Against Corruption Act 2012;

the lands means the lands described in Schedule 1 to this Act;

mining operations means operations authorised by or under the Mining Act 1971 or
the Petroleum Act 1940;

mining tenement means aright, permit, claim, lease or licence under the Mining
Act 1971 or the Petroleum Act 1940;

Mintabie Miners Progress Association means the association of that name
incorporated under the Associations Incor poration Act 1985;

Mintabie precious stones field means that part of the lands declared to be a precious
stones field under the Opal Mining Act 1995;

Mintabie precious stones prospecting permit means a precious stones prospecting
permit under the Opal Mining Act 1995 and endorsed in accordance with section 10A
of that Act;

Mintabie Township Lease Agreement means the agreement of that name executed by
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara, the Minister and the Minister to whom the
administration of Opal Mining Act 1995 is committed (whether or not there are other
parties to the agreement), as varied from time to time;

Mintabie township lease area means the Mintabie township lease area as set out in
the Mintabie Township Lease Agreement;

motor vehicle means a vehicle built to be propelled by a motor that forms part of the
vehicle

petrol includes any volatile liquid containing hydrocarbons;

principal office of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara means the office specified in
accordance with section 14(7);

regulated substance means petrol and any other substance declared by regulation to
be aregulated substance for the purposes of this Act;

road works means the construction, re-construction or repair of aroad, or of related
works;

traditional owner in relation to the lands means an Aboriginal person who has, in
accordance with Aboriginal tradition, social, economic and spiritual affiliations with,
and responsibilities for, the lands or any part of them.

If aprovision of this Act specifiesthat an act may be done or a resolution made by
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara at an annual or special general meeting, that act
may not be done, or the resolution made, by the Executive Board on behalf of Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

4A—ODbjects

The objects of this Act are as follows:
(8 toprovidefor and subsequently acknowledge Anangu ownership of the lands;
(b) toestablish Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara as a body corporate and set
out its powers and functions;

(c) toprovidefor efficient and accountable administration and management of
the lands by Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

The body corporate known as Anangu Pitjantjatjara continues in existence as Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara.

All Anangu are members of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara must have a common sedl.

In any legal proceedings, an apparently genuine document purporting to bear the
common seal of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara and the signatures of—

(@ 6 members of the Executive Board; or
(b) any 2 of the following:

(i) theChairperson;

(i)  the Deputy Chairperson;
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(iii) the Director of Administration;
(iv) the General Manager,

attesting the affixation of the seal will be presumed, in the absence of proof to the
contrary, to have been duly executed by Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

Division 2—Power s and functions of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Yankunytjatjara
6—Power s and functions of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara
(1) Thefunctions of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara are as follows:

() to ascertain the wishes and opinions of traditional ownersin relation to the
management, use and control of the lands and to seek, where practicable, to
give effect to those wishes and opinions; and

(b) to protect the interests of traditional ownersin relation to the management,
use and control of the lands; and

(c) tonegotiate with persons desiring to use, occupy or gain access to any part of
the lands; and

(d) toadminister land vested in Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

(2) Subject to this section, Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara has the following
powers:

(@ the power to sue and be sued; and
(b) the power—

(i) tograntaleaseor licence, for any period it thinksfit, in respect of
any part of the lands to an Anangu or an organisation comprised of
Anangu;

(i) togrant alease or licence, for a period not exceeding fifty years, in
respect of any part of the lands to an agency or instrumentality of the
Crown,

(iii) togrant alease or licence, for a period not exceeding 10 years, in
respect of any part of the lands to any other person or body of
persons, and

(c) the power to acquire by agreement, hold, deal in, or dispose of, land outside
the lands; and

(d) the power to enter into contracts; and
(e) the power to appoint and dismiss staff; and
(f) the power to receive and disburse moneys; and

(g) thepower to obtain advice from persons who are expert in matters with which
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara is concerned; and

(h) the power to establish offices; and
(i) the power to make a constitution relating to—

(i) theconduct of meetings of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara;
and

(if)  the proceduresto be followed in resolving disputes; and

(iti) any other matter that may be necessary or expedient in relation to the
conduct or administration of the affairs of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara; and

() the power to take such other steps as may be necessary or expedient for, or
incidental to, the performance of its functions.

Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara must not grant alease or licence for a period
exceeding 5 years under subsection (2)(b)(i) or (iii) except in accordance with a
resolution made at an annual general meeting or a special general meeting held in
accordance with this Act.

Subject to thisor any other Act, alease or licence relating to the lands may only be
granted by resolution of the Executive Board.

An application for alease or licence under subsection (2)(b)(ii) must be considered,
and a resolution made to determine the application, as soon asis reasonably
practicable after the application is received by the Executive Board.

The interest of the lessee or licensee under alease or licence granted by Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara—

(& must not be mortgaged; and

(b) subject to the conditions of the lease or licence, must not be transferred,
assigned, sublet, sublicensed or otherwise dealt with without the consent of
the Executive Board.

A mortgage, transfer, assignment, sublease, sublicence or other interest created in
contravention of this section isvoid and of no effect.

The Executive Board—
(@ must not unreasonably withhold consent under subsection (6)(b); and

(b) must not require the payment of afee for giving such consent, or considering
an application for such consent, that exceeds the reasonabl e expenses of
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjarain relation to that act.

7—Requirement of consultation

Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara shall, before carrying out or authorising or
permitting the carrying out of any proposal relating to the administration, devel opment
or use of any portion of the lands, have regard to the interests of, and consult with,
traditional owners having a particular interest in that portion of the lands, or otherwise
affected by the proposal, and shall not carry out the proposal, or authorise or permit it
to be carried out, unless satisfied that those traditional owners—

(8 understand the nature and purpose of the proposal; and

(b) have had the opportunity to express their views to Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara; and

(c) consent to the proposal.
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Divison 3—General meetings of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara
8—Annual general meetings and special general meetings

(1) Thereshal be an annua general meeting of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara
once in every calendar year.

(3 Anannual genera meeting of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara shall be held not
more than fifteen months after the last preceding annual general meeting.

(4) A special general meeting of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara must be held if—
(@) the Executive Board passes a resolution that such a meeting be held; or

(b) not lessthan 10 members of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara make a
reguest to the Executive Board that such a meeting be held,

and such a meeting must be held as soon as is reasonably practicable after the
resolution is passed or request made (as the case requires).

Divison 4—The Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Yankunytjatjara

9—Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjara

(1) Thereshal be an Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

(2) The Executive Board consists of 10 members elected or appointed in accordance with
this Act.

(28) A person may not, while holding office as the Director of Administration, the General
Manager or an employee of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara, be a member of the
Executive Board.

(4) A member of the Executive Board holds office until the next election of members and
is, subject to the constitution, eligible for re-election.

(6) An election of members of the Executive Board—

(@ must be conducted within 3 months after the third anniversary of the previous
election; and

(b) must be conducted by the Electoral Commissioner—
(i) inaccordance with the rules set out in Schedule 3; and

(if) tothe extent that the rules set out in Schedule 3 fail to deal with a
matter that, in the opinion of the Electoral Commissioner, is
necessary for the proper conduct of the election—in accordance with
rules determined by the Electoral Commissioner in relation to that
matter.

(7) Thevalidity of any election or return may be disputed in accordance with Schedule 3
and not otherwise.

(8 The Minister must cause the electorates constituted by Schedule 3 to be reviewed not
later than 3 months prior to each election (and such areview must include consultation
with Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara and the Executive Board).

(11)

Subject to subsection (11), amember of the Executive Board must, within 3 months
after being elected or appointed, commence a course of training related to corporate
governance that has been approved by the Minister.

The Minister must determine an application for approval of such a course within 28
days after receiving the application, and may, in determining whether to approve a
course, take into consideration any matter the Minister thinks fit.

The Minister may, by notice in writing, exempt a member of the Executive Board
from the requirement under subsection (9) on any ground the Minister thinksfit.

9A—Offencesrelating to election of Executive Board

D

A person who—
(&) exercisesviolence or intimidation, or offers or gives a bribe, with aview to—

(i) inducing a person to submit or withdraw candidature for an election
under section 9; or

(i) influencing the vote of aperson at such an election; or
(iii) otherwise interfering with the due course of an election; or
(b) receives abribe offered in contravention of paragraph (a),

isguilty of an offence.
Maximum penalty: $10 000 or imprisonment for seven years.

(2) A person who—
(&) dishonestly exercises, or attemptsto exercise, avote at an election under
section 9 to which that person is not entitled; or
(b) dishonestly influences or attempts to influence the result of such an election;
or
(c) hindersor interferes with the free exercise or performance, by another person,
of aright in respect of such an election,
isguilty of an offence.
Maximum penalty: $5 000 or imprisonment for one year.

(3 A person who isacandidate for election or acting on behalf of such a candidate
(whether with or without the candidate's authority) must not act as an assistant to a
person voting at the election.

Maximum penalty: $5 000 or imprisonment for one year.

(4) A scrutineer must not act as an assistant to a person voting at an election.
Maximum penalty: $5 000 or imprisonment for one year.

(5) A person must not, by clandestine or dishonest means, attempt to discover how
another person has voted.

Maximum penalty: $1 250 or imprisonment for 3 months.

(6) A person who acquires knowledge of the vote of another person in the exercise of
powers or functions under this Act must not divulge that knowledge.

Maximum penalty: $2 500 or imprisonment for 6 months.
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(7) Toavoid doubt, no declaration of public policy or promise of public action constitutes
bribery or dishonest influence.

(8 Inthisclause—

bribe includes any pecuniary sum or material advantage including food, drink or
entertainment.

9B—Functions and power s of the Executive Board
(1) The Executive Board isthe governing body of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.
(2) Subject to this Act, the Executive Board—

(@) isresponsiblefor carrying out the functions of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara and the day-to-day business of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara; and

(b) may, in carrying out the functions of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara,
exercise any power conferred on Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara by or
under this Act.

(3) The Executive Board must, in carrying out its functions, endeavour to advance the
interests of Anangu at all times.

(49) The Executive Board must comply with aresolution of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara made at an annual or special general meeting held in accordance with
this Act that directs the Executive Board to act, or to not act, in a specified manner.

(5) An act of the Executive Board done in accordance with this Act is binding on Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.
9C—Chairperson and Deputy Chair per son

(1) Subject to this section, the Executive Board must elect 1 of its number to be the
Chairperson, and 1 to be the Deputy Chairperson.

(2) Anélection of aChairperson or Deputy Chairperson—

(& must take place at the first meeting of the Executive Board following the
office or offices of Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson (as the case requires)
becoming vacant; and

(b) must, unless the election is uncontested, be by secret ballot.
(3) Theoffice of Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson—
(@) becomes vacant on the day that an election is held under section 9; and

(b) becomes vacant when the Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson (as the case
reguires) resigns from that position by notice in writing given to—
(i) inthecase of the resignation of the Chairperson—the Deputy
Chairperson; or
(if) inthe case of the resignation of the Deputy Chairperson—the
Chairperson; and

(c) becomes vacant when a casual vacancy occurs in the office of the member of
the Executive Board who is the Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson (as the
case requires); and
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(d) becomes vacant when the casual vacancy referred to in paragraph (c) isfilled
in accordance with section 9D.

(49) TheChairpersonis, in addition to hisor her remuneration, allowances and expenses as
amember of the Executive Board, entitled to an allowance determined by the
Executive Board and approved by the Minister.

(5) The Minister must determine to approve, or not approve, the proposed allowance
within 28 days after receiving the proposal, and may, in determining whether to
approve the allowance, take into consideration any matter the Minister thinks fit.

9D—Casual vacancies

(1) The Executive Board may, by resolution passed by at least a two-thirds mgority,
remove a member of the Executive Board from office if the member—

(@ becomes physically or mentally incapable of carrying out official duties
satisfactorily; or

(b) failsto comply with aduty imposed under section 12B, 12C, 12D or 12F; or

(c) isabsent, without leave of the Executive Board, from 3 or more consecutive
meetings (the first of which having been held 3 months or more before the
last); or

(d) engagesin serious misconduct.
(2) Theoffice of amember of the Executive Board becomes vacant if the member—
(@ dies; or
(b) completes aterm of office and is not re-elected or reappointed; or
(c) resigns by notice in writing addressed to the Chairperson; or
(d) issentenced to imprisonment for an offence; or

(e) isdisgualified from managing corporations under Chapter 2D Part 2D.6 of
the Corporations Act 2001 of the Commonwealth; or

(f) isappointed to the office of Director of Administration or General Manager
or isemployed by Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara; or

(g) isremoved from office by the Executive Board under subsection (1).

(3 Subsection (2)(d) does not apply until the period for appealing against the conviction
has expired or, if an appeal islodged within that period, until the appeal is finalised.

(4) The Minister may direct the Executive Board to remove a member from office who—

(@ hasfailed to comply with aduty imposed under section 12B, 12C, 12D or
12F; or

(b) hasfailed to attend 6 or more consecutive meetings of the Executive Board
(thefirst of which having been held 6 months or more before the last).

(5) If acasua vacancy occursin the office of a member, a supplementary election must,
subject to subsection (7), be held in the el ectorate from which the member was elected
to fill the vacant office.

(6) A supplementary election in the electorate from which the member was elected—
(@ must be held as soon as possible after the vacancy occurs; and
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(b) must be conducted in accordance with Schedule 3 (with such modifications as
the Electora Commissioner thinksfit) asif the election were an election
under section 9.

7 If—
(& no person nominates for a supplementary election; or

(b) acasua vacancy occurs during the period of 6 months preceding the date on
or before which an election must be held under section 9,

then the Executive Board may appoint a suitable Anangu from the electorate from
which the member was el ected to fill the vacant office.

(8) Subject to the provisions of the constitution relating to casual vacancies, a person
elected or appointed to fill a casual vacancy will hold office for the balance of the
term of the person's predecessor.

9E—Remuneration

(1) A member of the Executive Board is entitled to remuneration, allowances and
expenses determined by the Executive Board and approved by the Minister.

(2) The Minister must determine to approve, or not approve, the proposed remuneration,
allowances and expenses within 28 days after receiving the proposal, and may, in
determining whether to approve the proposal, take into consideration any matter the
Minister thinks fit.

9F—Delegations

(1) The Executive Board may delegate to the General Manager (and no other person) a
power or function conferred under this or any other Act.

(2) However, the following functions and powers must not be del egated:
(@ thispower of delegation;
(b) the power to grant alease or licence under this Act;
(c) thepower to grant a permit under this Act;

(d) afunction requiring that the Executive Board consult with Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara or a specified group of Anangu.

(3) A delegation under this section—
(& must be by instrument in writing; and
(b) may be absolute or conditional; and

(c) does not derogate from the power of the Executive Board to act in any matter;
and

(d) isrevocable at will by the Executive Board.
10—Procedur e of the Executive Board

(1) The Chairperson must call a meeting of the Executive Board for the transaction of
business at least once in every 2 months.

(2) 6 members constitute a quorum of the Executive Board.

A meeting will be chaired by the Chairperson or, in his or her absence, by the Deputy
Chairperson and, in the absence of both the Chairperson and the Deputy Chairperson,
the members present at a meeting must choose 1 of their number to preside at the
meeting.

Each member present at a meeting has 1 vote on any question arising for decision.
A conference by means of telephone link (including a satellite link) between the

members will, for the purposes of this section, be taken to be a meeting of the
Executive Board at which the participating members are present if—

(@ notice of the conferenceis given to al membersin the manner determined by
the Executive Board for the purpose; and

(b) each participating member is capable of communicating with every other
participating member during the conference.

A decision carried by amajority of votes cast by members at a meeting (being a
majority comprising not less than 6 votes) is a decision of the Executive Board.

The Executive Board must have accurate minutes kept of its meetings.

Any Anangu is entitled to inspect (without charge) the minutes at the places on the
lands, and during the times, nominated by the Executive Board and approved by the
Minister.

Any Anangu is entitled, on payment of the fee prescribed by the regulations, to a copy
of the minutes.

Subject to subsection (11), amember of the Executive Board may, by written
instrument, appoint another member of the Executive Board to act as his or her proxy
at ameeting specified in the instrument of appointment.

A member of the Executive Board appointed to act as a proxy for another member at a
specified meeting may only so act if he or she—

(8 ispresent at the specified meeting; and

(b) exercisesthe proxy vote at the meeting in accordance with any instructions of

the appointing member in the instrument of appointment.

A member of the Executive Board is not entitled to additional remuneration for acting
asaproxy.
To avoid doubt, a proxy vote that is exercised other than in accordance with
subsection (11) is void and of no effect.

Subject to this Act and the constitution, the Executive Board may determine its own
procedures.

No act or proceeding of the Executive Board isinvalid by reason only of avacancy in
the office of a member of the Executive Board, or any defect in the election or
appointment of a person to the Executive Board.

11—Minister may call meetings

(D)

If—

(@ the Chairperson refuses or failsto call a meeting of the Executive Board
within 4 months after the previous meeting; or
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(b) 2 or more successive meetings are inquorate,
then the Minister may call a meeting of the Executive Board.

(2) The Minister may direct the members of the Executive Board to attend a meeting
called under subsection (1).

12—Meetingsto be open to all Anangu

(1) Subject to subsection (2), a meeting of the Executive Board must be open to all
Anangu.

(2) The Executive Board may exclude Anangu, or aclass of Anangu, who are not
members of the Executive Board from a meeting, or part of ameeting, if, in the
opinion of the Executive Board, there are reasonable grounds for so doing.

(3 Thegroundsfor excluding Anangu, or aclass of Anangu, who are not members of the
Executive Board from a meeting, or part of a meeting, must be recorded in the minutes
of the meeting.

12A—Advisory committees

(1) The Executive Board may establish advisory committees to provide advice in relation
to any functions of the Executive Board under this Act.

(2) The Executive Board must determine the following procedures of an advisory
committee:

(a8 the conditions of appointment of the members of the advisory committee; and
(b) the matter or matters on which the advisory committee isto advise; and

(c) themanner in which the advisory committee is to report to the Executive
Board; and

(d) thedate on or before which the advisory committee must provide a report to
the Executive Board,

and may determine any other procedures of an advisory committee.

(3 A member of an advisory committee is entitled to remuneration, allowances and
expenses determined by the Executive Board and approved by the Minister.

(4) Subject to this Act, an advisory committee may determine its own procedures.

12B—Duty to exercise care and diligence

(1) A member of the Executive Board must at all times exercise a reasonable degree of
care and diligence in the performance of his or her functions.

(2) A member of the Executive Board does not commit any breach of duty under this
section by acting in accordance with alawful resolution of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara.

12C—Duty to act honestly

A member of the Executive Board must at all times act honestly in the performance of
the functions of his or her office, whether within or outside the State.
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12D—Duty with respect to conflict of interest

A member of the Executive Board who has adirect or indirect personal or pecuniary
interest in a matter decided or under consideration by the Executive Board—

(& must, as soon as reasonably practicable, disclose to the Executive Board full
and accurate details of the interest; and

(b) must not take part in any discussion by the Executive Board relating to that
matter; and

(c) must not vote in relation to that matter; and

(d) must be absent from the meeting room when any such discussion or voting is
taking place.

If amember of the Executive Board makes a disclosure of interest and complies with
the other requirements of subsection (1) in respect of a proposed contract—

(8 thecontract isnot liable to be avoided by the Executive Board; and

(b) the member isnot liable to account to the Executive Board for profits derived
from the contract.

If amember of the Executive Board fails to make a disclosure of interest or failsto
comply with any other requirement of subsection (1) in respect of a proposed contract,
the contract isliable to be avoided by the Executive Board.

A contract may not be avoided under subsection (3) if a person has acquired an
interest in property the subject of the contract in good faith for valuable consideration
and without notice of the contravention.

If amember of the Executive Board has or acquires a personal or pecuniary interest,
or is or becomes the holder of an office, such that it is reasonably foreseeable that a
conflict might arise with his or her duties as a member of the Executive Board, the
member must, as soon as reasonably practicable, disclose to the Executive Board full
and accurate details of the interest or office.

A disclosure under this section must be recorded in the minutes of the Executive
Board.

If, in the opinion of the Executive Board, a particular interest or office of a member of
the Executive Board is of such significance that the holding of the interest or officeis
not consistent with the proper discharge of the duties of the member, the Executive
Board may require the member either to divest himself or herself of the interest or
office or to resign from the Executive Board (and non-compliance with the
requirement constitutes a failure to comply with a duty under this section and hence a
ground for removal of the member from the Executive Board).

A member of the Executive Board is exempt from this section in respect of an interest
in amatter—

(& while he or she remains unaware that he or she has an interest in the matter,
but in any proceedings against the member the burden will lie on the member
to prove that he or she was not, at the material time, aware of hisor her
interest; or

(b) arising by reason of the fact that the member is a member of acommunity in
an electorate to which the matter relates; or
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(c) thatisshared in common with Anangu generally, or a substantial section of
Anangu.

12E—Civil liability for contravention of section 12C or 12D

If aperson who isamember of the Executive Board or aformer member of the
Executive Board fails to comply with a duty under section 12C or 12D, Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara may recover from the person by action in a court of
competent jurisdiction—

(&) if the person or any other person made a profit as aresult of the failure—an
amount equal to the profit; and

(b) if Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara suffered loss or damage as a result of
the failure—compensation for the loss or damage.

12F—Code of conduct

(1) The Executive Board must prepare a code of conduct to be observed by members of
the Executive Board, the Director of Administration, the General Manager and any
employees of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

(2) The code of conduct must contain the following provisions:

(@ aprovision requiring that a person referred to in subsection (1) must not
divulge or communicate personal information obtained (whether by that
person or otherwise) in the course of official duties except—

(i)  with the consent of the person to whom the information relates; or

(c) aprovision requiring that a person referred to in subsection (1) must declare
any unsolicited gifts received by them in the course of, or related to, official
duties;

(d) any other provision prescribed by the regulations.

(3) Subject to this Act, the Executive Board may at any time amend the code of conduct,
or substitute a new code of conduct.

(4) The code of conduct prepared, and any amendment or substitution under this section,
must be presented to Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara at the next general
meeting for approval.

(5) A person referred to in subsection (1) must comply with the approved code of
conduct.

(6) The Executive Board must, within 12 months after each election of the Executive
Board, complete (and, as appropriate, implement) areview of its code of conduct
under this section.
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(7) The code of conduct must not diminish aright under any Act or law.
(8 A personisentitled to inspect (without charge) the code of conduct—

(1) The Executive Board must obtain and consider a report that addresses the prudential
issues set out in subsection (2) before the Executive Board engages in any project
(whether commercial or otherwise and including through participation in ajoint
venture, trust, partnership or other similar body) if the expected expenditure of
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjarain relation to the project is likely to exceed
20 per cent of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara's approved budget for the year
during which the project would be undertaken.

(2) Thefollowing are prudential issues for the purposes of subsection (1):

(a8 therelationship between the project and relevant strategic management plans
(if any);

(b) thelevel of consultation with Anangu, including contact with Anangu who
may be affected by the project and the representations that have been made by

them, and the means by which Anangu can influence or contribute to the
project or its outcomes,

(c) if the project isintended to produce revenue, revenue projections and
potential financial risks;

(d) therecurrent and whole-of-life costs associated with the project including any
costs arising out of proposed financia arrangements;
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(e) thefinancia viability of the project, and the short and longer term estimated
net effect of the project on the financial position of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara;

(f) any risks associated with the project, and the steps that can be taken to
manage, reduce or eliminate those risks (including by the provision of
periodic reports to the Executive Board and the Minister);

(g) themost appropriate mechanisms or arrangements for carrying out the
project.
(3 A report must be prepared by a person whom the Executive Board reasonably believes
to be qualified to address the prudential issues set out in subsection (2).

(4) A copy of the report must be provided to the Minister as soon as practicable after
being received by the Executive Board.

(5) Once the Executive Board has made a decision on the relevant project, a copy of the
report must be made available for inspection (without charge) by Anangu—

(@) at the places on the lands, and during the times, nominated by the Executive
Board and approved by the Minister; and

(b) during ordinary office hours at the principal office of Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara,
(and may also be made available at an earlier time).

(iii) isamember of aclass of persons declared by the Minister, after
consultation with the Mintabie Miners Progress Association and with
the approval of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara, by notice in
the Gazette, to be a class of persons to whom alicence can be issued,;

(b) resides or proposes to reside in the Mintabie township lease area.

(7) The Minister must not issue alicenceto, or renew the licence of, aperson who is
prohibited under this Act from entering or remaining on the Mintabie precious stones
field, and, if such an order is made against alicensee, the Minister must revoke his or
her licence.

(8) The Minister must not specify aperson on alicenceif the person is prohibited under
this Act from entering or remaining on the Mintabie precious stones field, and, if such
an order is made against a person so specified, the Minister must vary the relevant
licence to remove that person from the licence.

(9 A licenceisnot transferable nor may any of the rights conferred by the licence be
assigned.
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(10) A person to whom alicence has been issued is entitled, without permission under this
Act—

(8 touseand maintain the bore and water distribution system by which water is
provided on the Mintabie precious stones field; and

(b) todrill afurther bore or bores (either in addition to or in substitution for the
present bore) on a site to be agreed with Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara (which agreement must not be unreasonably withheld) and to
install and maintain such pumps, pipes and other equipment as may be
necessary to connect it to the water distribution system, and to have such
access to the lands as is necessary for those purposes.

(11) The Minister must, if the Minister issues alicence, notify Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjarain accordance with the Mintabie Township Lease Agreement of—

(@ thename of the licensee and any other person specified in the licence; and
(b) theland to which the licence relates; and
(c) any conditions of the licence.

29E—Crown etc not required to keep premisesin good repair

Despite any other Act, law, agreement or arrangement, the Crown, Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara or the Mintabie Miners Progress Association are not
required to keep premises in the Mintabie township lease areain good repair.

29F—Offencetoreside etc on Mintabie township lease area without licence

(1) A person must not reside in the Mintabie township |ease area except in accordance
with alicence under section 29D.

(4) The court that made an order under subsection (1), or any court that could have made
the order, may, on the application of the person against whom the order was made,
revoke the order, but it must not do so unlessit hasfirst given the Minister, Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara and the Mintabie Miners Progress Association a
reasonabl e opportunity to be heard on the matter.

Divison 5—Right of the Crown to continue in occupation of certain parts
of thelands

30—Right of the Crown to continue its occupation of certain land

Where before the commencement of this Act the Crown occupied a part of the lands
for purposes connected with the health, education, welfare or advancement of Anangu,
the Crown may continue to occupy that part of the lands, for a period of up to fifty
years, for the same or similar purposes and without payment of rent or compensation
to Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

Divison 6—Construction of roads by the Commissioner of Highways

31—Consent of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjararequired for road

Where the Commissioner of Highways desires to carry out road works on the lands, he
shall submit to Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara proposals containing—

(@ aplan describing the land on which the road works are to be carried out; and

(b) adescription of all ancillary or associated works that are to be carried out and
of the areas in which those ancillary or associated works are to be carried out;
and

(c) adescription of the access roads to be used for the purpose of the road works,
or the ancillary or associated works; and

(d) ageneral description of the areasin which gravel or stone isto be quarried for
the purpose of the road works; and

(e) such other information as Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara may
reasonably require.

If the Commissioner and Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara are unable to agree on
the proposals, or on some modified form of the proposals, the Commissioner may
submit the differences to arbitration.

The arbitrator shall be the arbitrator appointed in pursuance of section 20.

The arbitrator is empowered to determine any matter in dispute and his determination
shall be binding on the Commissioner and on Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

No compensation is payable to Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjarain respect of
loss or damage arising from road works where those road works are carried out in
relation to the roads referred to in Schedule 2 and in accordance with conditions
agreed by Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara and the Commissioner, or determined
by the arbitrator.

For the purposes of this section, the document entitled "Proposal for the Establishment
of aRoad Construction Corridor and the Construction of the new Stuart Highway"
executed by the Commissioner of Highways and the Pitjantjatjara Council
Incorporated, deposited in the General Registry Office and numbered 2293 of 1980,
shall be deemed to constitute proposal's agreed upon by Anangu Pitjantjatjara

Before hearing an appeal, the conciliator should, so far asis practicable, endeavour to
resolve the dispute by mediation between the parties.

No land tax is payable upon the lands.
41—Financial provision

The moneys required for the purposes of this Act shall be paid out of moneys provided
by Parliament for those purposes.

42—Non-application of Outback Areas Community Development Trust Act

(1) The Outback Areas Community Development Trust Act 1978 does not apply to the
lands.

(2) Thereturning officer must appoint arelevant electoral official in relation to each
electorate, and may appoint one or more other electoral officialsto assist in the
conduct of an election.

(3) Without limiting the generality of subclause (2), an electoral official—
(@ may hand out nomination forms to members of the community; and
(b) may receive nomination forms up to the close of nominations; and

(c) may take a photograph of each candidate and write the name of the candidate
on the back.

4—Election timetable

(1) Subject to this Schedule, voting will be held in each electorate during the period from
9.30 am until 3 pm during a period determined by the returning officer (which must be
the same period in each electorate).

(2) A person may only vote during the times, and during the period, referred toin
subclause (1).

(3) Subject to this Schedule, the period determined by the returning officer during which
voting may be held must be not less than 1 day and not more than 7 days.

5—Distribution of information
(1) Thereturning officer will be responsible for publicity of an election in each electorate.
(2) Publicity of an election under these rules must include—
(@ thedescription of the election process; and
(b) the period during which voting may take place; and
(c) thelocation or locations where—
(i) nominationswill be called; and
(if) voting will take place,
in each electorate; and

(d) thedigibility of votersto one vote in the election during the period during
which voting may take place.

An Anangu of or above the age of 18 years who isamember of a community
congtituting an electorate will be eligible—

(@ tonominate for the office of the member of the Executive Board to be elected
from the electorate; and

(b) tovoteinan election held in relation to the electorate.

Nominations will be called in each electorate at atime and location or locations
determined by the returning officer, and will close 7 days after the nominations are
called.

A person wishing to nominate must nominate in writing and lodge their nomination
with the relevant electoral official.

If, at the close of nominations, it appears that the same person has nominated for
election to two or more offices, both or al the nominations are void.

If more than one person nominates in an election for a particular electorate, a
photograph of each candidate will be taken and be used to assist voters during the
voting process.

The relevant electoral official must cause all nomination forms and photographs of
candidates (if any) to be sent to the returning officer in a manner determined by the
returning officer (but so that the documents reach the returning officer within 7 days
after the close of nominations).

7—Uncontested elections

If only one nomination isreceived in relation to any office to befilled at an election
under section 9, the relevant electora official will declare the candidate duly elected
to the office.

If more than one nomination is received in relation to an office to befilled at an
election under section 9, an election by secret ballot in relation to the office will be
held in accordance with this Schedule during the period, and at alocation or locations,
determined by the returning officer (and such period should commence approximately
21 days after the nominations close).

Voting will be conducted by use of voting marbles placed in receptacles each bearing
the name and the photograph of a candidate, and the method of voting will be first past
the post.

The relevant electoral official must place the receptaclesin aline, the order of which
isto be determined by lot conducted by the electoral official in the presence of another
person.

Each person wishing to vote must cast their vote in the presence of an electoral official
(but otherwise in private) by placing avoting marble in the receptacle that bears the
name and the photograph of the candidate of their choice.

A person may, at an election, only cast 1 vote in relation to the election of members of
the Executive Board.

To avoid doubt, voting is not compulsory.
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9—Counting of votes
(1) Thefollowing provisionsrelate to the counting of votes at an election:
(8 aneectora official must count the votes for each candidate;
(b) the candidate receiving the greatest number of votes will be elected,;

(c) intheevent of atie, an electoral official will determine who is elected by
placing the names of the drawn candidates into a receptacle and drawing one
out (and the candidate drawn out will be elected).

(2) A candidate may nominate a person (not being a candidate) to represent him or her
during the counting of votes by signing a scrutineer’s form (and the scrutineer may
view the handing out of voting marbles and counting of votes, but must not view an
elector voting).

Part 3—Declaration of results

15—Provisional declarations

When the result of the election becomes apparent, the returning officer must make a
provisional declaration of the result.

16—Recounts

(1) Atany timewithin 48 hours after the returning officer has made a provisional
declaration, a candidate (not being a candidate in whose favour the provisional
declaration was made) may, in a manner determined by the returning officer, request a
recount of the votes cast in relation to the relevant vacancy and, in the event of a
request being made, the returning officer must cause a recount of votes to be made
unless the returning officer considers that there is no prospect that a recount would
alter the result of the election.

(2) Thereturning officer may, on his or her own initiative, during the period of 48 hours
referred to in subclause (1), decide to conduct a recount of any votes cast in the
election.

(3 Thefollowing provisions apply to arecount:

(@ thereturning officer should give the candidates reasonable notice of the time
and place at which it isto be conducted;

(b) thereturning officer may reverse a decision taken at the count;

(c) if the votes of two or more candidates are equal and one of them was
excluded by lot at the count, the same candidate must be excluded at the
recount.

17—Declar ation of results and certificate

(1) If theperiod for requesting arecount for an election expires without such a request
having been made and the returning officer has not decided to initiate a recount, the
returning officer must confirm the relevant provisional declarations, and immediately
make out a return to the Minister certifying the election of specified candidates to
specified offices.
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(2) If arecount is made, the returning officer must, according to the result of the
recount—

(& confirmthe relevant provisional declaration; or

(b) revoke the provisional declaration and make afinal declaration in accordance
with the result of the recount,

and then immediately make out areturn to the Minister certifying the result of the
election accordingly.

(3) Thereturning officer—
(& must notify all candidates, in writing, of the result of the election; and

(b) must within 1 month after the conclusion of the election cause the result of
the election to be published—

(i) inthe Gazette;, and
(i)  inanewspaper circulating throughout the State; and
(iif)  in any other manner determined by the Minister.

(49 When thereturning officer certifies the result of an election under subclause (1) or (2),
the election of the candidate or candidates takes effect immediately.

Part 4—Disputed Returns

18—Constitution of Court
(1) Therewill beaCourt of Disputed Returns for the purposes of this Act.
(2) TheCourt is constituted of a District Court Judge.

(3 The Court, separately constituted under this clause, may sit contemporaneously to hear
separate proceedings.

(4) TheCourtisacourt of record.

(5 Subject to this Part, the procedure and powers of the Court are the same as those of the
District Court when exercising its civil jurisdiction.

19—Theclerk of the Court
(1) Therewill beaclerk of the Court appointed by the Chief Judge of the District Court.
(2) Theoffice of clerk of the Court may be held in conjunction with any other office.

20—Jurisdiction of the Court

(1) The Court hasjurisdiction to hear and determine any petition addressed to it disputing
the validity of an election under this Act.

(2) The Court may not call in question the eligibility of a person—

(@ tonominate for the office of the member of the Executive Board to be elected
from a particular electorate; or

(b) tovoteinan election held in relation to a particular electorate,

on the basis of whether or not they are an Anangu, or a member of a particular
community group.
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21—Procedur e upon petition
(1) A petition to the Court must—
(8 setoutthefactsrelied on to invalidate the election; and
(b) set out the relief to which the petitioner claims to be entitled; and

(c) besigned by acandidate at the election in dispute or by an elector for that
election; and

(d) belodged with the clerk of the Court within 28 days after the conclusion of
the election; and

(e) beaccompanied by the prescribed amount as security for costs.
(2) A copy of the petition must be served on—

(@ any person declared elected in the disputed election; and

(b) Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara; and

(c) ifitisalegedthat the electionisinvalid on account of an act or omission of
an electora official—the returning officer.

(3) If, having been served under subclause (2), a person or Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara proposes to contest the petition, the person or Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara must, within 14 days after service, or such further time as may be
allowed by the Court (on application made either before or after the expiration of the
period of 14 days), lodge with the clerk of the Court, and serve on the petitioner, a

reply.
(4 A reply must—
(8 set out the facts on which the applicant proposesto rely; and
(b) ask for any relief to which the applicant claims to be entitled; and
(c) beexecuted by—
(i) if the applicant isanatural person—the applicant; or
(i) if the applicant is Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara—Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.
22—Power s of the Court
(1) The Court must sit as an open court, and its powers include the following:
(@ toadjourn;
(b) to compel the attendance of witnesses and the production of documents;
() toexamine witnesses on oath, affirmation or declaration;

(d) with the consent of the partiesto the proceedings, to receive evidence on
affidavit or by statutory declaration;

(e) subject to this Act and the rules, to determine its procedure in each case;

(f) todeclare—
(i) that aperson who was returned as elected was not duly elected; and
(if) that a candidate who was not returned as elected was duly elected;
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(g) todeclare an €election void,;

(h) todismissor uphold a petition, in whole or in part;

(i) toamend or allow the amendment of a petition or reply;

() to punish contempt of its authority by fine or imprisonment.

(2) The Court may exercise all or any of its powers under this clause on such grounds as
the Court in its discretion thinks just and sufficient.

(3 The Court isnot bound by the rules of evidence.

(4) The Court must act according to good conscience and the substantial merits of the
case without regard to legal technicalities.

(5 A decision of the Court isfinal and without appeal.

23—l llegal practices

(1) The Court cannot declare an election void, or that a candidate returned as elected was
not duly elected, on the ground of an illegal practice found by the Court to have been
committed unless the Court is satisfied, on the balance of probabilities, that the result
of the election was affected by theillegal practice.

(2) If anillegal practice under section 9A(1)(a)(i) or 9A(2)(b) isfound by the Court to
have been committed, the illegal practice will be taken to have affected the result of
the election unless the contrary is proved on the balance of probabilities.

(3 Nofinding by the Court asto whether anillegal practice was committed constitutes a
bar to criminal proceedings in relation to the illegal practice or may be admitted as
evidence in such proceedings.

(4) If the Court findsthat an illegal practice occurred in relation to an election, the clerk
of the Court must report the finding to the Minister.

(5 Inthisclause—

illegal practice means an offence against Part 2 Division 4 of this Act.

24—Effect of decision

(1) If pursuant to this Part a person returned as elected is declared not to have been duly
elected, that person ceases to be a member of the Executive Board and the person
declared to have been duly elected will take his or her place accordingly.

(2) If pursuant to this Part an election is declared void, a person returned as elected at the
election ceases to be a member of the Executive Board.

25—Participation of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Yankunytjatjarain proceedings
(1) The Court may—

(8 ontheapplication of a party to the proceedings—order that Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara be joined as a party to the proceedings; or

(b) onthe application of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara—allow Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara to intervene in the proceedings.
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(2) Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara may only be joined as a party to the
proceedings or alowed to interveneif the Court is satisfied that it isfair and
reasonable that Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara participate in the proceedings.

(3 If Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjarais allowed to intervene in the proceedings, it
may intervene in the manner and to the extent directed by the Court, and on such other
conditions as the Court may direct.

26—Right of appearance

A party to proceedings before the Court may appear personally or be represented by
counsel.

27—Case stated

The Court may, of its own motion or on the application of a party to proceedings, state
aquestion of law for the opinion of the Full Court of the Supreme Court.

28—Costs

(1) The Court may make ordersfor costs as it thinks just (including an order for costsin
favour of or against Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjaraif it has been joined as a
party to the proceedings or has intervened in the proceedings).

(2) If anelection isdeclared void, or a candidate returned as elected is declared not to
have been duly elected, on account of an act or omission of an electoral official, any
costs in favour of the petitioner must, to the extent to which they are attributable to
that act or omission, be awarded against the Crown.

(3 Anorder under this clause may be enforced as an order of the District Court.

29—Rules of the Court
The Chief Judge of the District Court may make rules—
(8 regulating the practices and procedures of the Court; and
(b) fixing feesto be paid in respect of proceedings before the Court; and

(c) making any other provision necessary or expedient for the purposes of this
Schedule.

Part 5—Miscellaneous
30—Amendment of Schedule

The Governor may, on the recommendation of the Minister and Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Y ankunytjatjara, by regulation, amend this Schedule.

31—Costs

Any money required for the purposes of an election under section 9 isto be paid out of
the Consolidated Account (which is appropriated to the necessary extent).

In this Schedule—

Anangu Pitjantjatjara means the body corporate of that name established under the
principal Act;

Executive Board means the Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara established
under the principal Act;

principal Act means the Pitjantjatjara Land Rights Act 1981.

Subject to clause 3, and despite a provision of the principal Act, or arelevant
provision of the constitution of Anangu Pitjantjatjara, an election conducted in
accordance with section 9 of the principal Act (as amended by this Act) at which the
members and Chairperson of the Executive Board are elected must be conducted not
later than 8 weeks after the date of commencement of this Act.

However, if the returning officer for the election determines that it would be
impracticable or culturally inappropriate to conduct the election within the period
referred to in clause 2, the election may be conducted after the end of that period (but
should be held as soon as is practicable and culturally appropriate).

Despite a provision of the principal Act, or arelevant provision of the constitution of
Anangu Pitjantjatjara, the term of office of a member of the Executive Board elected
on 7 November 2002 will be taken to be the period from 7 November 2002 until the
election referred to in clause 2 (and the member is, subject to the constitution, eligible
for re-election).

An act or decision of the Executive Board that would have been valid if done or made
after the commencement of clause 4 will be taken to be valid for al purposes.

The Minister responsible for the administration of the Pitjantjatjara Land Rights
Act 1981 (the Minister) must cause an independent review of the operation of the
amendments effected by this Act to be conducted and a report on the results of the
review to be submitted to him or her.

The review must be conducted by a panel of 3 persons of whom—
(@ 1 must be an Anangu nominated by the Executive Board of Anangu
Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara; and
(b) 2 must be persons selected by the Minister with the agreement of the
Executive Board of Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara.

The Minister must ensure that, as part of the review, reasonable steps are taken to seek
submissions from Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara, the Executive Board of
Anangu Pitjantjatjara Y ankunytjatjara and the Aboriginal Lands Parliamentary
Standing Committee.

The review and the report must be completed before the third anniversary of the
commencement of section 1.
